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I Corinthians 1:18-31

This passage gives us four Insights on shaping a Biblical worldview.

I. Everyone has a worldview.

Verse 18 “The message of the cross is foolish to those who are headed for destruction! But we who are being saved know it is the very power of God.”

II.  We are constantly bombarded with erroneous, non-Biblical, world-views.

1:19-20

As the Scriptures say,“I will destroy the wisdom of the wise and discard the intelligence of the intelligent.”[a]20 So where does this leave the philosophers, the scholars, and the world’s brilliant debaters? God has made the wisdom of this world look foolish.

III.  Our worldview determines our actions.

1:30 “God has united you with Christ Jesus. For our benefit God made him to be wisdom itself. Christ made us right with God; he made us pure and holy, and he freed us from sin”.

IV. Core components of a Christian worldview.

Romans 12:2 “2 Don’t copy the behavior and customs of this world, but let God transform you into a new person by changing the way you think. Then you will learn to know God’s will for you, which is good and pleasing and perfect.

2 Cor 10:5 “We are destroying speculations and every lofty thing raised up against the knowledge of God, and we are taking every thought captive to the obedience of Christ”

I Cor 2:1 “When I first came to you, dear brothers and sisters,[a] I didn’t use lofty words and impressive wisdom to tell you God’s secret plan.[b] 2 For I decided that while I was with you I would forget everything except Jesus Christ, the one who was crucified.”

Note: A biblical worldview is centered in Christ and the Cross.

Action Step; Let’s repent of our luke warm spirituality and give ourselves whole-heartedly to Jesus and his ways.
